
CALGARY AND DISTRICT TARGET SHOOTERS 
ASSOCIATION – RANGE RULES – 2012 

 

NOTE! YOU  HAVE  CONFIRMED  THAT  YOU  UNDERSTAND  AND  WILL  ABIDE  BY  THE RANGE  
RULES  WHEN  YOU  SIGNED  YOUR  MEMBERSHIP  APPLICATION.  NO EXCUSES  WILL  BE  
ACCEPTED.  YOU HAVE SIGNED AND AGREED! 
 

1. ALL MEMBERS MUST SIGN IN BEFORE USING THE RANGE. 
 

2. MEMBER IDENTIFICATION CARD MUST BE DISPLAYED AT ALL TIMES WHILE SHOOTING. YOU 
WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE RANGE IF YOU DO NOT DISPLAY YOUR CARD.   NOTE: 
GUEST PASSES MUST BE DISPLAYED ON ALL PERSONS ENTERING THE RANGE!  

 

3. ALL SHOOTERS, GUESTS AND SPECTATORS MUST WEAR HEARING AND EYE PROTECTION 

AT ALL TIMES WHILE ON THE RANGE OR IN PARKING AREAS.  
 

4. ALL MINORS AND FAMILY MEMBERS HANDLING OR SHOOTING FIREARMS MUST BE UNDER 
THE IMMEDIATE AND DIRECT CONTROL OF A FULL MEMBER AT ALL TIMES. THE MEMBER 
ASSUMES TOTAL RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE MINOR’S AND FAMILY MEMBERS 
COMPETENCE WITH ANY FIREARM.  THE FULL MEMBER IS NOT PERMITTED TO SHOOT 
WHILE SUPERVISING A MINOR OR FAMILY MEMBER UNLESS PERMITTED BY THE EVENT 
RANGEMASTER.  MINORS MUST BE A FAMILY OR JR. MEMBER OF THE CLUB, OR DISPLAY 
A GUEST PASS. NO AGE RESTRICTION ON MINORS.  

 

5. GATE MUST BE KEPT CLOSED EXCEPT DURING A SCHEDULED EVENT.  LOCKING OF THE 
GATE WHILE AT THE RANGE IS AT THE DISCRETION OF THE MEMBER.  THE LAST MEMBER 
TO LEAVE THE RANGE MUST ENSURE THAT THE GATE HAS BEEN LOCKED.  

 

6. THE RANGE CAN ONLY BE USED BETWEEN 9:00 AM TO 9:00 PM OR DUSK, WHICHEVER 
OCCURS FIRST.  ABSOLUTLY NO SHOOTING BEFORE OR AFTER THESE TIMES!    

 

7. PROPER USE OF FLAGS IS MANDATORY!  RED FLAG MUST BE RAISED BEFORE LIVE 
FIRING OR HANDLING FIREARMS!  

 

8. NO SHOOTING AT ANYTHING OTHER THAN PAPER TARGETS MOUNTED ONTO THE 
BACKBOARDS. (NO CANS, BOTTLES, METAL TARGETS, PHONE BOOKS, PLASTIC JUGS, 
SELF SUPPORTING TARGETS, ETC!!!).   VIOLATORS WILL LOOSE THEIR MEMBERSHIP!  NO 

SHOOTING AT SUPPORT POSTS & CROSS MEMBERS!  
 

9. THE 25 YARD HANDGUN RANGE:   ANY RIM FIRE RIFLE AND HANDGUN CARTRIDGE RIFLE 
CAN BE DISCHARGED ON THIS RANGE.  SHOTGUNS MUST NOT BE ELEVATED, AND CAN BE 
DISCHARGED ONLY ON THE LEFT SIDE INTO THE DIRT BURM. (NO SLUGS).  SHOOTING A 
SHOTGUN INTO THE TARGET FRAMES IS GROUNDS FOR LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP.   

 

10. THE 50 – 100 YARD RIFLE RANGE:  SHOOTING MUST BE DONE FROM THE BENCH ONLY. NO 

OTHER SHOOTING POSITIONS MAY BE USED.  THE ONLY EXCEPTIONS ARE ORGANIZED 
MATCHES UNDER THE DIRECTION OF THE MATCH DIRECTOR.  HANDGUNS CAN NOT BE 

DISCHARGED ON THIS RANGE.  ALL RIM FIRE, CENTER FIRE, AND SHOTGUN SLUGS CAN BE 
DISCHARGED.  

 

11. .50 CAL. BROWNING (BMG) IS NOT APPROVED FOR DISCHARGE AT THIS RANGE.   
 

12. THE LOWER SHOTGUN FIELD IS PERMANETLY CLOSED. 
 

13. ABSOLUTELY NO SHOOTING INTO THE GROUND BAFFLES OR SHOOTING OBJECTS OFF OF 
THE TOP OF THE BAFFLES.  

 

14. ALL LONG GUNS MUST BE PLACED IN THE RACK, UNLOADED, WITH ACTIONS OPEN AND 
MAGAZINE REMOVED. HANDGUNS MAY BE UNLOADED AND HOLSTERED, WITH MAGAZINES 
REMOVED, OR MUST HAVE ACTIONS OPEN AND MAGAZINE REMOVED WHEN NOT IN USE 
AND DURING ALL TARGET CHANGES OR WHEN GREEN FLAG IS RAISED.  

 

15. LIVE FIRING IS PERMITTED AT THE SAME TIME ON BOTH THE 25 YARD (HANDGUN) RANGE 
AND THE 50/100 YEARD (RIFLE) RANGES.  A CEASE-FIRE MUST BE CALLED AND GREEN 



FLAG RAISED WHEN CHANGING TARGETS ON EITHER OF THE 50 YARD OR 100 YARD 
RANGES.  ALL SHOOTERS MUST SHOOT FROM THE SAME FIRING POINT ON A GIVEN 
RANGE.  ALL BENCH REST SHOOTING MUST BE FROM THE DESIGNATED BENCH TO THE 
MATCHING BACKSTOP!  NO CROSS FIRING ON ANY RANGE.  RED FLAG MUST BE RAISED 
BEFORE LIVE FIRING OR HANDLING FIREARMS!  

 

16. GUESTS ARE PERMITTED TO SHOOT ONLY WHEN ACCOMPANIED BY A CLUB MEMBER AND 
DISPLAYING A VALID GUEST PASS.  ALL MEMBERS AND GUESTS MUST ADHERE TO GUEST 
PASS RULES.  A GUEST MUST BE UNDER THE DIRECT SUPERVISION OF THE CLUB 
MEMBER AT ALL TIMES WHILE THE GUEST IS SHOOTING.  THE CLUB MEMBER ASSUMES 
FULL RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE GUEST.  ONLY 5 GUEST PASSES WILL BE MADE 
AVAILABLE TO EACH CLUB MEMBER.  CLUB ISSUED GUEST PASSES ARE AVAILABLE FOR 
NON-MEMBERS AT EACH ADVERTISED EVENT.  

 

17. CHILDREN AND PETS MUST BE UNDER POSITIVE ADULT CONTROL AT ALL TIMES.  ALL 
NON-MEMBERS ON THE PROPERTY MUST WEAR EYE AND EAR PROTECTION WHEN ON 
THE RANGE OR PARKING AREA.  YOU MUST CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR PET!   

 

18. DURING SCHEDULED EVENTS SOME RANGES MAY BE CLOSED. (CHECK THE WEB SITE OR 
WITH THE MATCH DIRECTOR OR RANGE MASTER.) REFER TO YOUR SHOOTING EVENT 
SCHEDULE TO AVOID DISAPPOINTMENT.  

 

19. THE USE OF ALCOHOL OR RECREATIONAL DRUGS PRIOR TO, OR DURING SHOOTING IS 
STRICTLY PROHIBITED! 

 

20. MUZZLE DIRECTION AND FIREARM CONTROL MUST BE MAINTAINED AT ALL TIMES.  YOUR 
MUZZLE MUST NEVER POINT ABOVE THE BACKSTOPS!!   

 

21. LOAD OR PRIME ONLY AT THE FIRING POINT, WITH MUZZLE POINTED DOWN RANGE AT THE 
TARGET.  DO NOT LOAD WITH MUZZEL POINTING ABOVE BACKSTOP!!   

 

22. MUZZLES TO BE POINTED DOWN RANGE AT ALL TIMES WHEN ON THE SHOOTING LINE. 
 

23. NO HANDLING OF FIREARMS ON RANGES WHEN GREEN FLAG IS RAISED DURING CEASE - 

FIRE OR TARGET CHANGE.  
 

24. CEASE - FIRE TO BE OBSERVED WHEN FARM MACHINERY OR OTHER VEHICLES IN VIEW OR 
IF REQUESTED BY EQUIPMENT OPERATOR.  

 

25. MAXIMUM NUMBER OF CARTRIDGE ROUNDS IN MAGAZINES FOR ALL FIREARMS – AS PER 
C.F.C. REGULATIONS. 

 

26. SHOTGUN SLUGS TO BE FIRED ON 50/100 YRD. RANGE ONLY.  
 

27. NO GLASS PERMITTED ON GROUNDS.  MEMBERS ARE RESPONSIBLE TO KEEP THE RANGE 
AND SHOOTING AREA CLEAN.  PLEASE PICK UP YOUR BRASS AND REMOVE YOUR 
TARGETS! 

 

28. HANG FIRES REQUIRE MUZZLE TO REMAIN POINTED DOWN RANGE FOR A MINIMUM OF 60 
SECONDS.  NO UNFIRED ROUNDS IN GARBAGE BINS OR ON THE GROUNDS!!  ALL 
MISFIRED ROUNDS (DUDS) MUST BE REMOVED FROM THE RANGE AND DISMANTLED OR 
DEPOSITED IN THE DESIGNATED RED RECEPTICAL! 

 

29. BROADHEADS (ARCHERY) ARE NOT TO BE SHOT AT LARGE (2 Ft x 4 Ft) BACKSTOPS.  

SHOOT BROADHEADS ONLY INTO SMALL (2Ft x 2 Ft) BACKSTOPS.  
 

30. ARCHERY RANGE IS CLOSED DURING SHOTGUN EVENTS ON THE UPPER FIELD.  
 

31. NO OVERNIGHT CAMPING.  
 

32. A HANDICAP PLACARD IS REQUIRED TO PARK IN THE DESIGNATED HANDICAP SPACE.
